Summary

The Low-Threat Underground Storage Tank (UST) Case Closure Policy (Policy) contains general
and media-specific criteria, and cases that meet those criteria are appropriate for closure pursuant

to the Policy. This case meets all of the required criteria of the Policy. Highlights of the case
follow:

This case is a restaurant and former commercial petroleum fueling facility. An unauthorized
release was reported in July 1989 following the removal of five USTs (four gasoline, one waste oil)
and the removal of an unknown volume of contaminated soil. Dual phase extraction was
conducted between November 1996 and March 2002, which removed 7,859 pounds of total
petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPHg) and 110,680 gallons of contaminated groundwater.
Active remediation has not been conducted for the past 13 years. Since 1992, 15 groundwater
monitoring wells have been installed and monitored. According to groundwater data, water quality
objectives have been achieved or nearly achieved for all constituents except benzene.

The petroleum release is limited to the soil and shallow groundwater. According to data available
in GeoTracker, there are no public water supply wells or surface water bodies within 1,000 feet of
the projected plume boundary. No other water supply wells have been identified within 1,000 feet
of the projected plume boundary in files reviewed. The unauthorized release is located within the
service area of a public water system, as defined in the Policy. The affected shallow groundwater
is not currently being used as a source of drinking water, and it is highly unlikely that the affected
shallow groundwater will be used as a source of drinking water in the foreseeable future. Other
designated beneficial uses of the affected shallow groundwater are not threatened, and it is highly
unlikely that they will be, considering these factors in the context of the site setting. Remaining

petroleum hydrocarbon constituents are limited and stable, and concentrations are decreasing.
Corrective actions have been implemented and additional corrective actions are not necessary.
Any remaining petroleum hydrocarbon constituents do not pose a significant risk to human health,
safety or the environment.

Rationale for Closure under the Policy

» General Criteria: The case meets all eight Policy general criteria.

e Groundwater Specific Criteria: The case meets Policy Criterion 1 by Class 2. The contaminant
plume that exceeds water quality objectives is less than 250 feet in length. There is no free
product. The nearest water supply well or surface water body is greater than 1,000 feet from
the defined plume boundary. The dissolved concentration of benzene is less than 3,000
micrograms per liter (ug/L) and the dissolved concentration of methyl tert-butyl ether (MTBE) is
less than 1,000 pg/L.

e Vapor Intrusion to Indoor Air: The case meets Policy Criterion 2a by Scenario 4 with a
bioattenuation zone based on soil vapor samples collected September 2014. The maximum
benzene, ethylbenzene, and naphthalene concentrations in soil gas are less than, respectively,
280,000 micrograms per cubic meter (ug/m?), 3,600,000 ug/m?, and 310,000 ug/m?, at a depth
of five feet. These levels meet the Commercial soil gas criteria where the soil gas sample
locations are overlain by soil containing less than 100 mg/kg of TPH and where the oxygen soil
vapor concentration is equal to or greater than 4 percent.

e Direct Contact and Outdoor Air Exposure: The case meets Policy Criterion 3a. Maximum
concentrations in soil are less than those in Policy Table 1 for Commercial/Industrial use, and
the concentration limits for a Utility Worker are not exceeded.

Determination
Based on the review performed in accordance with Health & Safety Code Section 25299.39.2
subdivision (a), the Fund Manager has determined that closure of the case is appropriate.

Recommendation for Closure

Based on available information, residual petroleum hydrocarbons at the Site do not pose a
significant risk to human health, safety, or the environment, and the case meets the requirements
of the Policy. Accordingly, the Fund Manager recommends that the case be closed. The State
Water Board staff is conducting public notification as required by the Policy. Los Angeles County
has the regulatory responsibility to supervise the abandonment of monitoring wells.

The Review Summary Report recommending closure was emailed to the Los Angeles Regional
Water Quality Control Board (Regional Water Board) on July 3, 2015, with a request for
comments or a teleconference. The email requested a response by July 17, 2015. No further
communication or a request for teleconference was received by July 22, 2015. State Water
Board staff determined that the lack of response indicated the Regional Water Board had no
objections to closure.

According to the Low Threat Closure policy Checklist, finalized on May 15, 2014, the Regional
Water Board staff previously objected to UST case closure because:

« Comment 1: The case does not meet Policy groundwater criteria.
Response 1: The case meets Policy Criterion 1 by Class 2. The contaminant plume that
exceeds water quality objectives is less than 250 feet in length. There is no free product.
The nearest water supply well or surface water body is greater than 1,000 feet from the
defined plume boundary. The dissolved concentration of benzene is less than 3,000
micrograms per liter (ug/L) and the dissolved concentration of methyl tert-butyl ether (MTBE)
is less than 1,000 pg/L.

o Comment 2: The case does not meet Policy vapor criteria.
Response 2: The case meets Policy Criterion 2a by Scenario 4 with a bioattenuation zone
based on soil vapor samples collected in September 2014. The maximum benzene,
ethylbenzene, and naphthalene concentrations in soil gas are less than, respectively,
280,000 micrograms per cubic meter (ug/m®), 3,600,000 ug/m?®, and 310,000 pg/m®, at a
depth of five feet. These levels meet the Commercial soil gas criteria where the soil gas
sample locations are overlain by soil containing less than 100 mg/kg of TPH and where the
oxygen soil vapor concentration is equal to or greater than 4 percent.
